Here is a detailed description of our endeavours which we have conducted in the recent times.

  i) VASUDHA INTERNATIONAL – A CMS collaboration

We at St. Mark's World School, embarked on a cleaning mission around the Najafgarh Drain .

It was necessary for the students and school janitors to wear PPE kits while performing this task . But the regular Plastic PPE kits available in the market are harmful for the environment as they are made of plastic and Plastic ,as we all know, can endure in the environment for thousands of years .
This project gave us a better understanding of our surroundings and working for a community. Our students through this project learnt to be responsible towards our society.
ii) APEC PROJECT

The APEC Cyber Academy is an international learning environment for K-12 students that allows them to interact and collaborate on projects following the principles of social constructivism and self-regulated learning. It consists of a number of participants from all over the world, working in teams to save our precious Earth.
The team ‘Aqua Rangers’ from St. Mark’s World School believes that the elixir of life is in grave danger, and hence took up the issue of water crisis. The members of the team are Anika Maniam(XII-D), Palak Gaur (XII-D), Yashvi (XII-D)Bhoomi Anand (X-D)Aatha Poswal (XI-D)Ayushi Goel (IX-E)Prachi Jain (XI- D)Mahika Gupta (XII-B)Shriya Gupta (XII-B)and Aarza Kaur (XII-C)who are striving to bring a change.
In the first three weeks of the project, Aqua Rangers worked on making a team introduction, while also highlighting the importance of water, and the need to save this precious resource. They also studied the Najafgarh drain, a nearby water resource, which initially used to be a river. They researched about the quality of water in the drain, the government policies that work for the betterment of it, and further proposed solutions to save the drain. The team also prepared a presentation on their research about water resources in India, government policies and put forward innovative solutions to protect the elixir of life, using existing technology and theoretical knowledge.
The team then moved on to design and create a device, which would put their research into action and help save a considerable amount of water. And hence came about the making of the Fog Hand Washing Machine. The machine was designed to reduce usage of water in times when washing hands were made a way of life.
The innovative and progressive thought to make a product for the betterment of our society resulted in our winning the Gold Award amongst 103 participating school’s.
iii) GREEN GURUKUL PROJECT

The Green Gurukul Challenge
Green Guardians, our team of students participating in ‘The Green Gurukul Challenge’ have been proactively participating in the tasks assigned to them by the Waste Warriors. Some of the activities they thoroughly enjoyed were-
· Organizing a webinar on responsible disposal of plastic waste for their schoolmates;
· Making a Young Warriors Club for children in the age group of 8-12 years, wherein they inculcated in them a civic sense of cleanliness and shared the importance of waste segregation through fun games and activities.
