	Builds with blocks, fits shapes into slots, enjoys drawing

	Hums tunes, claps with rhythm, enjoys musical toys

	Sports Ability
	Runs, jumps, climbs, throws a soft ball

	Public Speaking
	Greets people, says rhymes in group, tries to speak aloud

	Dancing Ability
	Moves to music, remembers steps, enjoys dancing in class
